Medjugorje is a town in Bosnia and 
Herzegovina.

Mary is said to have appeared on Appearing 
Hill in 1981. There is a statue of 'Queen of 

Peace' marking the site of the first 
appearance and a statue in front of St. 

James's Cathedral.

Diocletian Palace 

Is an ancient palace built for the Roman 
emperor Diocletian in the late third century 

AD, today occupying about half of the ancient 
town of Split, Croatia.

Mariazell Church 

Is a Roman Catholic church building in 
Mariazell, Austria. It is the most 
important Christian pilgrimage 

destination in Austria and one of the most 
visited temples in Europe. In the church, a 

wooden miraculous statue of the Virgin 
Mary is venerated.

The Shrine of Divine Mercy in Kraków, 
Poland, is a Roman Catholic basilica 

dedicated to devotion to Divine Mercy, and 
the resting place of Faustina Kowalska,
